Join the Cuyahoga Valley Photo Society and renowned 
professional photographer, Willard Clay, for a        
workshop focused on strengthening your nature   
photography skills and vision during the beautiful  
autumn season!  
 
As one of the country’s masters of landscape photo- 
graphy, Willard Clay will share his years of experience 
to help participants gain a deeper understanding of 
what makes great nature photography and how to 
incorporate those elements in their own work.  During 
the workshop, he will teach bout strong composition 
and understanding and creatively using light.  He will 
place special emphasis on shooting “intimate land-
scapes” in the style of photographer Eliot Porter, look-
ing at Porter’s artistic choices and techniques. 
 
Field sessions will provide the opportunity to apply 
these ideas and techniques, assisted by Willard. In 
addition to classroom lectures and field shooting, the 
workshop includes constructive critique sessions to 
help participants refine their work and improve their 
images! 

Workshop Details and Registration 
Participants must be comfortable using their own    
camera equipment and tripod, understand the basics of 
photography, and be able to download their photos for 
critique. Participants are encouraged to bring a laptop 
for downloading and processing images.            
 
The workshop meets for a brief orientation the evening 
of October 25, then all day October 26, 27, and         
concludes by 4pm October 28. Classroom sessions will 
meet at Courtyard by Marriott - Stow.
